Clay’s Choice 
 

12” finished size 

 
A  3-½” squares 

3-7/8” squares 
Cut 4 
Cut 2 

 

B  3½” squares 
3-7/8” squares 

Cut 4 
Cut 2 

 

C  3-7/8” squares Cut 4  

Step 1 Place one fabric A  3-7/8” square and one fabric C  square 
right sides together.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong 
side of the background fabric (fabric A).  Sew a scant ¼” 
seam on each side of the diagonal line.  Cut on the 
diagonal line.  Press seam to the darker fabric.  Each half-
square triangle should measure 3-½”.   Repeat one more 
time making four half-square triangles. 

 

Step 2 Place one fabric B  3-7/8” square and one fabric C  square 
right sides together.  Draw a diagonal line on the wrong 
side of the lighter fabric.  Sew a scant ¼” seam on each 
side of the diagonal line.  Cut on the diagonal line.  Press 
seam to the darker fabric.  Each half-square triangle 
should measure 3-½”.   Repeat one more time making four 
half-square triangles. 

 

Step 3 Layout the patches according to the illustration to the right.  
Sew the pieces of each row together; then, sew the rows 
together.  Press.  Square the block to 12½“.
