Card Trick

12" finished size

Background | *Cut 2 4-7/8” squares Cut all squares in half diagonally

Cut 2 3-3/4” squares

Card 1 Cut 1 4-7/8” square Cut both squares in half diagonally

Cut 1 3-3/4” square

Card 2 Cut 1 4-7/8” square Cut both squares in half diagonally

Cut 1 3-3/4” square

Card 3 Cut 1 4-7/8" square Cut both squares in half diagonally

Cut 1 3-3/4” square

Cut 1 3-3/4” square

IR card 4 Cut 1 4-7/8" square Cut both squares in half diagonally

When making half-square triangles, instead of cutting my squares
exactly 4-7/8”, | like to cut them 5”. Then, after making my half-square
triangles, | square them to 4 ¥2". This way | always have a little leeway.
| do this with all sizes, usually adding 1/8".

Sew one larger background A triangle to one of the green
larger triangles along the long side. Repeat with each of

the other “card” prints. Square to 4 %2". Press away from
background.

Sew one smaller background A triangle to one of the green
smaller triangles along the short side as shown in
illustration. Repeat with each of the other card prints.
Press away from background.
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Step 3

Sew one green larger triangle to the triangle formed in Step
2 using the red print. Press towards the green. Repeat
with the gold larger triangle and the smaller green and
background triangle. Next use the larger plaid triangle and
the smaller gold and background triangle. The last is
formed with the red larger triangle and the plaid and
background triangle. Press towards the larger triangles.
Square to 4 V2",
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Step 4 The center is formed by sewing the green to the red prints Card 1
and the gold to the plaid prints. Sew the two resulting

triangles together ensuring that the prints are arranged
according to the picture of the block. Card 4

Card 3 Card|2

Step 5 Sew the 9 squares together arranging them according to
the illustration. Press and square to 12 %",
