Sew Sue’s Quilting

March 2007 Block of the Month

Corn and Beans

12" finished size

Background

Cut two 4-7/8” squares

Cut both squares once diagonally

Cut one 5" square

Cut six 3” squares

Cut four 2-7/8” squares

Cut each square once diagonally

Cut 12 2-1/2” squares

Gold

Cut one 4-7/8” square

Cut square once diagonally

Cut four 3” squares

Red

Cut two 3” squares

Cut four 4-1/2” x 2-1/2”
rectangles

Step 1.
Half-
square
triangles

Place one 3” background square and one 3" red
square right sides together. Draw and line
diagonally on the wrong side of the lighter fabric.
Sew a scant ¥4” on both sides of the drawn line.
Cut on the drawn line. Press towards the darker
fabric. Square to 2%2". Repeat with all of the red
and gold 3” squares. Set the gold half-square
triangles aside.

Step 2:

Sew one of the background (A) triangles cut from A A
the 2-7/8” to each side of the red half-square
triangle (C) as shown in the illustration to the
right. Repeat three more times.

Step 3:

Sew a Step 2 unit to each large gold triangle.
Sew the remaining two Step 2 units to two of the
large background triangles.




Step 4: Sew the four units from Step 3 together as
pictured to the right having the two gold opposite
each other. See the illustration of the finished
block above.

Step 5: Draw a diagonal line on each 2-1/2” background

Flying square. Place on the red 4-1/2” x 2-1/2”

Geese rectangles right sides together as shown in the
illustration to the right. Sew on the diagonal.
Trim the corner %2” from the seam line. Press
towards the rectangle. Repeat with the opposite
side. Repeat making a total of four flying geese
blocks.

Step 6: Using the gold half-square triangles from Step 1,
sew one to each side of the four flying geese
blocks from Step 5.

Step 7: Sew one 2-1/2” background square to each side
of two of the units from Step 6.

Step 8: Sew the two remaining unit from Step 6 to either

Final side of the unit from Step 4.

assembly

Sew the two units from Step 7 to the top and
bottom as shown to the right. Square to 12-1/2".
