Double X

12" finished size

A 3-7/8" squares | Cut 4
B 3%2" squares Cut4
C 3%2" squares Cut 2
D 3-7/8" square Cut 2
E 6-7/8" square Cutl

Step 1 | Place one fabric A square and one fabric D square right
sides together. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of
the background fabric (fabric A). Sew a scant %" seam on
each side of the diagonal line. Cut on the diagonal line.
Press seam to the darker fabric. Each half-square triangle
should measure 3-%2". Repeat one more time making four
half-square triangles.

Step 2 | Sew the half-square triangles to the fabric B squares as
illustrated.

Step 2 | Cut the remaining two fabric A squares diagonally. Sew
two triangles to each fabric C square as shown in the
illustration to the right making two triangles.

Step 3 | Cut fabric E square in half diagonally. Sew to the
triangles made in Step 2.

Step 4 Assemble block according to picture above.
