A Blue Cut 22 1%2" strips width | Subcut 12%2" strips to make 62
of fabric (WOF) sashing strips
B Gold Cut a 17" piece WOF. Subcut 12%%” strips to make 31

Cut 4 4%2" squares

Layout the
sashing pieces and gold 3%2” corner stones as shown in the
picture of the finished quilt.
Step 3 Sew the horizontal row together starting and ending with a
Sashing corner stone. Press seams towards sashing.

Cut two 4-%%" strips
the length of each measurement.

Step 7 Sew a gold 4%2" square to each end of the top and bottom
borders. Press toward border print.

Step 8 Sew the side borders to the quilt. Press seam towards the
border.

Step 9 Sew the top and bottom borders to the quilt. Press the seam
towards the border.

Quilting Layer your quilt with your backing and favorite batting. Quilt as

Binding desired. Bind and label your quilt.
