Cutting instructions

Finished Size 6 inch 9inch 12 inch
Cut 2* 3" squares 4” squares 5" squares
Background Cut 1 strip 1% x 12" 2" x 15" 2% x 19"
Pink Cut 2* 3" squares 4" squares 5" squares
Cut 1 strip 1%"x12" 2" x 15" 2% x19"
Dark Pink Cutl 2 14" square 3 1" square 4 Y%5" square

*NOTE: These measurements are slightly larger than necessary. | prefer to make the half-square
triangles slightly larger, then square to the exact size.

Sewing the block

Step 1

On the wrong side of the background square, draw a
diagonal line. Place a background square and a pink
square right sides together. Sew a scant %" on
either side of the drawn line. Cut on the drawn line.
Press to the darker fabric. Square to the size
indicated in the chart to the right. Repeat with the
remaining background and pink squares.

Step 2

Sew the length of the background strip to the pink
strip. Press to the darker fabric. Subcut into four
each of the lengths given in the chart to the right.
Each piece should be square, i.e., 2 %" x 2 %", etc.
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Step 3

Layout pieces according to the illustration above. Sew the nine-patch
as follows. Sew the pieces of each row together. Then sew the rows
together. Press. Square to the appropriate unfinished size (6 2", 9 2",

or 12 ¥4").
