FABRIC QTY CUTTING SIZE
3-%2 " squares
4” squares (draw diagonal line on wrong side)

4” square (draw diagonal line on wrong side)
3-7/8" squares, cut diagonally

4” square

1 6-7/8" square, cut diagonally
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2 4” squares

Step 1. Place one fabric B square and one fabric C square right sides together. Sew a scant
Y4 seam on each side of the diagonal line. Cut on the diagonal line. Press seam to the darker
fabric. Square to 3-¥2".

Step 2. Sew one fabric B to each side of fabric C to form large triangle according to above
iluustration. (It should be the same size as the triangles cut from fabric D. ) Place one fabric
D triangle right sides together with the triangle made from fabrics B and C . Sew together
along the long edge taking care not to stretch the fabric. Press towards fabric D .

Step 3. Place one fabric A square and one fabric E square right sides together. Sew a scant
Y4 seam on each side of the diagonal line. Cut on the diagonal line. Press seam to the darker
fabric. Square to 3-%2“. Repeat once more with remaining fabrics A and E 4” squares.

Step 4. Sew fabric A 3 %2 " squares and half square triangles from Step 3 together as shown
in the above illustration.

Step 5. Sew the squares from Step 2 and from Step 4 according to the above illustration.

Step 6. Press and square to 12 v%".
