February 2007 Block of the Month 
 

Pinwheels 
 

12” finished size 

 

Cut four 4½”  squares  A  Background 

Cut ten 3” squares Draw a diagonal line on 
wrong side of each square 

B   5 contrasting 
fabrics 

Cut ten 3” squares (two from 
each fabric) 

 

 

Step 1: 
Half-square 
triangles 

Place one 3” background square and one 3” contrasting 
fabric square wrong sides together.  Sew a scant ¼” on 
both sides of the drawn line.  Cut on the drawn line. Press 
towards the darker fabric.  Square to 2½”.  Repeat with all 
of the 3” squares.  You will have four half-square triangles 
from each of the contrasting fabrics.   

 

Step 2: 
Pinwheels 

Sew the four half-square triangles (all with same 
contrasting fabric) together according to the illustration to 
the right.   (The B = contrasting fabric.)  Repeat with the 
remaining four sets. 

 

Step 3: 
Assemble 
block 

Layout the block according to the above illustration.  Sew 
together each row; then sew the three rows together.  
Press.  Square to12 ½”.
