completely scrappy) (252 for the entire quilt)
4 21 0 Isqubré triangles for the corners (these also can be all the same or scrappy) (252 for the

entire quilt.)

Sew each 9-patch block together following the illustration to the right by sewing each
row together, then the three rows. Press. Squ ar e tReped makiog a total of 63
for the lap quilt.
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Sew 7 blocks across for each row. Make 9 rows. Sew the rows together.
